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Section 1: Responsibilities

Responsibilities of the Foundation Representative

Congratulations on your new position as the Foundation Representative of the local
Kappa Delta Pi chapter. Your role involves gathering financial support for programming and
encouraging members to contribute to the Kappa Delta Pi Educational Foundation, especially
during the Educational Foundation Chapter Challenge.

Kappa Delta Pi Society bylaws describe the following responsibilities of the Foundation
Representative:
= Serves as the primary local chapter contact for the Kappa Delta Pi Educational
Foundation’s special projects; and
= Develops fund-raising activities for chapter events and initiatives.

In addition, as the Foundation Representative, your responsibilities include the following
tasks:

= Plan, design, and implement chapter fund-raising activities that support the
Educational Foundation;

= Develop a plan to encourage individual members to donate to the Educational
Foundation;

= Report Chapter Challenge amounts raised to the Director of the Educational
Foundation annually for recognition at Convocation;

= Serve as the liaison between the local chapter and the Educational Foundation
Board;

= Promote Kappa Delta Pi International Scholarships in the local chapter;

= Educate members about the purpose and ideals of the Educational Foundation; and

= Serve on the chapter Executive Committee.

Responsibilities of the Fund-Raising Standing Committee

The Foundation Representative chairs the Fund-Raising Committee. The Fund-Raising
Committee collaborates with the Program Committee to plan and implements all fund-raising
to support chapter events, scholarships, community projects, and Society functions. The
Foundation Representative works with the Treasurer to match funding to chapter projects and
creates a calendar specifically for fund-raising events so the chapter has funds to reach short-
and long-term initiatives. This committee also coordinates efforts to raise money for
Convocation attendance.

Additional Subcommittees

After the Fund-Raising Committee is established, the Foundation Representative may
form additional committees and subcommittees depending upon the chapter’s goals,
traditional activities, and annual calendar. Additional committees might be formed, for
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example, to promote scholarships, fund-raise for special projects, and educate members about
philanthropy in general, and market and promote local support of the Educational Foundation.

Section 2: Kappa Delta Pi Educational Foundation

Mission of the Kappa Delta Pi Educational Foundation

The Kappa Delta Pi Educational Foundation’s purpose is to support the shared mission of
the Society through fund-raising, scholarships, and programs.

The Goals of the Kappa Delta Pi Educational Foundation

Established in 1980, the Kappa Delta Pi Educational Foundation supports the mission,
programs, and activities of Kappa Delta Pi by providing financial resources for scholarships and
special Kappa Delta Pi programs. The Kappa Delta Pi Educational Foundation is a separate, yet
connected entity to Kappa Delta Pi. Its goals are to

* Increase the endowment (the Kappa Delta Pi Educational Foundation fund that

rewards more than $100,000 in KDP scholarships and grants);

® Increase the number and size of scholarship awards currently in place (see Appendix

| for a listing);

= Expand the activities of the Educational Foundation by

o Identifying and funding educational research;
o Identifying and funding innovative educational models of teaching and
learning; and
o Commissioning, funding, and publishing creative educational publications.
= Support the shared mission of the Society.

The Educational Foundation provides financial support in the form of awards,
scholarships, and teacher grants; and promotes and increases professional development
opportunities, national programs, and Society conferences for members of Kappa Delta Pi.

Section 3: Scholarship Program

The Educational Foundation section of the Kappa Delta Pi Web site (www.kdp.org) lists
the scholarships available to active members.

The first step to promoting International Scholarships is to have an understanding of
each of the scholarships and the application process. More than $100,000 in scholarship
monies is available to active members. Applications are available on the Kappa Delta Pi Web
site at www.kdp.org. The Scholarship Committee appointed by the Executive Council and the
Chair of the Educational Foundation judges scholarship applicants based on their applications.

New applications are mailed each fall to chapter counselors. All applications for
scholarships are due in April, with the exception of fall scholarships, which are due in
December. With the exception of the Laureate scholarships, any active member can apply for
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an individual scholarship. For the Laureate scholarships, only one person per chapter may
apply. If more than one member is interested in a particular Laureate scholarship, the chapter
must select one application to submit.

Inviting Members to Apply

The Educational Foundation encourages chapters to invite members to apply for each
scholarship that is available. Each applicant must be an active member of Kappa Delta Pi in
good standing with Headquarters and the chapter, meaning that dues were paid during the
fiscal year. Scholarship monies are mailed directly to the winners.

After reviewing the requirements for each scholarship to determine the qualified
applicants (www.kdp.org), the next step is to determine which of the scholarships would be
appropriate for the members of your local chapter.

You can find eligible members by advertising the available scholarships in member
meetings and events. Other methods are as follows:

e |dentify members that would be best served by the respective scholarships; ask
these members to apply.

e Distribute copies of the list of scholarships during a membership meeting.

e Make the applications available in envelopes on the chapter’s bulletin board.

e Include a link on the chapter’s Web site to the scholarship applications available
in the Educational Foundation section of the KDP Web site (www.kdp.org).

Headquarters for more ideas on marketing the scholarships to members.

Scholarship Judging Committee

If a chapter receives more than one application for a Laureate scholarship, the chapter’s
review committee determines which application to send to the Educational Foundation. The
review committee includes the Counselor, Associate Counselor (if applicable), President,
Foundation Representative, department chair, and one or more faculty member(s). Conceal the
names on the applications to maintain anonymity. As a committee, determine the criteria for
selecting the chapter’s nomination. Based on the criteria, reviewers rate each application. Send
the application with the highest rating to the Educational Foundation for judging.

Section 4: Teacher Awards and Grants

A number of awards and grants are available to active members through Kappa Delta Pi.
These are listed in Appendix IV of this guidebook.

Kappa Delta Pi annually awards grants of up to $150 each to practicing teachers around
the country to fund innovative and unique programs/projects in the classroom. Teachers
submit proposals outlining why the funds are needed and how they will be used. Once teachers
have received and applied Classroom Teacher Grants, they submit photos of their projects
showing student involvement and providing a recap of their program.
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The deadline for applying for Classroom Teacher Grants is December 1, and award
distribution is in early January. Members interested in applying for a grant should complete the
application form online at www.kdp.org and mail it with a letter of support from an
administrator to KDP Headquarters.

* Amounts are subject to change according to the decision of the Educational Foundation.

Section 5: Design a Fund-Raising Campaign

Each year, the Educational Foundation challenges each chapter to meet a specific fund-
raising goal. The Foundation Representative will receive communication from the Chapter’s
Resource Consultant and/or the Director of the Educational Foundation regarding the annual
Chapter Challenge. For more information, contact Kappa Delta Pi Headquarters at (800)284-
3167. This challenge amount is in addition to the chapter’s financial support of the chapter’s
local budget, scholarships, and activities. Two models for local fund-raising campaigns are
suggested for chapters to support this goal.

In the first model, the chapter holds a fund-raising event and donates the proceeds to
the Educational Foundation in the name of the chapter. The chapter may designate the
donations as a chapter scholarship through the Educational Foundation. Review Appendix Il for
a breakdown of chapter donation levels for each available scholarship. Ideas for fund-raisers
may be found at www.kdp.org in the Chapters section.

In the second model, the chapter conducts a fund-raising campaign to solicit donations
to the Educational Foundation from individual members, who are often chapters’ collegiate and
alumni members. (See Appendix Ill for a list of donor levels used by the Educational
Foundation.) Phone-a-thons and letter writing are two examples of this type of campaign.
Asking for specific amounts (510, $25, $50, $75, or $100) during a telephone conversation or in
a letter has achieved great results. Be sure to state that donations to the Educational
Foundation are tax-deductible.
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APPENDIX I: Table of Chapter Donation Levels

Chapters that donate to the Kappa Delta Pi Educational Foundation are able to direct their

donations to establish a chapter grant. Once the full gift amount is endowed with the Educational
Foundation, a monetary grant will be available for your chapter to award to one or more members
each year, in perpetuity. A chapter member may use the grant for higher education classes or
professional development purposes. Your chapter sets the specific requirements, chooses the
recipient(s), and awards the funds.
