·Practice of providing high quality, researched-based 
instruction 

·Interventions are matched to individual student need 
based on a menu of services

·How can I help you?

·Frequent progress monitoring

·Is this intervention or strategy working for my student?

·Data-driven decisions

·I think this might be okay for my student

·Not a hunch

·Thoughts and actions of prevention before 
intervention!



Key Characteristics of RtI

·Universal screening of academics and behavior

·Multiple tiers of increasingly intenseinterventions with 
continued access to the core curriculum

·Differentiated curriculum-tiered interventionstrategy

·Use of scientifically research-based interventions

·Continuous monitoring of student performance

·Benchmark/Outcome assessment

·Effective Instruction



Effective Instruction
Includes:

·Core materials that are appropriate for the audience

·Competent knowledge by teachers on how to use the 
core materials

·Properly trained teachers

·Opportunities for supervised experiences

·Training in assessment

·Materials that teach skills 

·Appropriate sequence 

·Frequent reviews provided

CorePlusPlus-Tier III
·Very targeted audience

·5% or less

·Intensive instruction with a clear start and stop 
intervention

·Duration of intervention is based on data

·Additional 45-60 minutes daily

·Can include special education, but not always

·Weekly to daily progress monitoring
